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Angel Creek is the location of a design/build project undertaken with other Berkeley graduate students 
but outside of school curriculum.  The program is a 400 square foot sleeping area and gathering 
space, built outside of Healdsburg, California.  Located in the Napa and Sonoma County wine region, 
the project hinges on the adaptive reuse of oak wine staves from local wineries.  These staves, after 
being soaked in vats, have no commercial value and would otherwise be discarded.  They are used in 
a truss system and as a skin for the sleeping area.
